e Senate Bill SB256
o Would create a law that monitors trampoline companies, but it also includes any
facility with a trampoline.
o Requires permits and OSHA inspections
o Senator Leiu revised the bill to include a statement that would exclude gymnastics
facilities.
o A lobbyist has been hired to make sure that the revision stays in the bill.
o Nor/Cal members may need to help by sending letters, attend meetings/hearings,
etc.
o This could affect all gymnastics clubs if it passes.
e With the addition of the new Level 6 it is suggested that clubs follow the rules. Athletes
need to get the required scores needed to compete at the new Level 6. Athletes will be
tracked.
